
In partnership with Worthy Warranties we can offer you a three-month warranty to 

put your mind completely at rest. Cover offered will vary, depending on the age of 

the motorcycle concerned.  All bikes sold from our showroom are covered from 

the date of collection. For extra peace of mind, you can extend your warranty to 12 

months. We offer two levels of cover for 12 months: Ree-poff Warranty Ultra: 

For bikes over fi ve years old – allows claims up to a value of £350 (per claim) for a 

12-month period; and Ree-poff Warranty Super: For bikes under fi ve years old 

– allows claims up to £500 (per claim) for a 12-month period.

Components covered under the Typical Dealer warranties

ENGINE – Cylinder head (excluding cracks), all internal bushes, camshafts and 

followers, cylinder bores, crankshaft and bearings, cylinder block or barrels 

crankcase assembly, cylinder head gasket, push rods, gudgeon pins, connecting 

rods and bearings, fl ywheel, oil pump, tappet gear, pistons and rings, timing gears, 

chain and belts (breakage only), valves and guides (except burnt-out valves, 

decarbonising and reseating). Two-stroke power valve assemblies limited to £200 

including VAT.

GEARBOX – Internal breakdown of any mechanical parts, including gears, 

selector shafts and forks, bearings and bushes, excluding all external linkages and 

kickstart.

COOLING SYSTEM – Water pump, thermostat, thermostat housing, radiator, oil 

cooler, fan, (excluding belts, all ancilaries and damage caused by impact or frost).

SWINGARM UNIT – All bushes and components within the swingarm unit 

(excluding dampers).

CLUTCH – Mechanical breakdown, excluding wear and tear.

*INSTRUMENTS – Speedometer head (mechanical failure only to a maximum of 

£100 including VAT). 

ELECTRICAL – Starter motor, alternator/generator, rectifi er (to a maximum of 

£250 per claim including VAT) excluding external wires and terminals.

IGNITION – CDI unit to the maximum of £200 including VAT.

FINAL DRIVE UNIT – Driveshafts, universal joints, bearings and gears, 

(excluding chains, belts, sprockets and rubber couplings).

*SUSPENSION – Rear suspension unit, loss of fl uid, pressure or mechanical 

breakdown of the suspension joint (up to £150 per claim including VAT). 

FRONT TELESCOPIC FORKS – Loss of fl uid, pressure or mechanical breakdown 

of the suspension spring.

BRAKES – Brake master cylinder and calipers including internal components, 

pistons, seals (excluding corrosion or wear and tear).

CASINGS – Covered if they have been damaged by the breakdown of one of the 

parts covered.

*FRAME/EXHAUST SYSTEM – Failure of a structural member, excluding that 

caused by impact or corrosion (to a maximum of £100 including VAT).

*OIL LEAKS – Leaks that require the removal of the engine, gearbox or 

fi nal drive in order to effect a repair.

 
As with all manufacturers’ warranties, the onus lays upon the owner of the 

machine to arrange transport of the motorcycle to the designated repairer.

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■ UNDER the nattily-titled Sales 
and Supply of Goods to 
Consumers Regulations 2002 (an 
amendment to the Sales of 
Goods Act 1979 and Supply of 
Goods Act 1994) we have 
statutory rights as shown above.

These rights cannot be 
reduced or removed. A sign 
saying ‘Sold as seen’ is 
meaningless.

All dealer warranties are 
supplemental to your legal 
rights. Within six months of the 
sale you have the right to return 
a faulty machine to the dealer 
and he must prove you were to 
blame or the law presumes the 
bike was faulty when he sold it. 

To make a claim, any 
breakdown has to be the result 
of a defect that was present at 

the time of purchase – even if 
you weren’t previously aware of 
it. After six months the dealer 
can ask for proof the fault was 
present when you bought it.

You have the right to take 
action for up to six years after 
the date the sale was agreed 
(fi ve years in Scotland) – but you 
would have to show good reason 
to a court why your claim is valid 
after such a long time.

Don’t let the dealer lay blame 
on the manufacturer. He is the 
one responsible, not the maker. 

Most secondhand bikes come 
with a disclaimer stating the 
mileage cannot be guaranteed. 
If this isn’t present and the sale is 
complete the dealer is binding 
himself to that mileage as part of 
the contract.

Sold as seen? That’s rubbish

■ You have the right to expect 
the bike to be fi t for the road, to 
be in a condition that refl ects its 
price and/or age. Don’t be put 
off by dealer warranties which 
attempt to restrict fault repairs 
with wording such as “to a 
maximum of £100”. These do not 
affect your statutory rights.
