Directions

1 Start your ride in Chelmsford.
Seek out the A1060 towards
Hatfield Heath and jump on it.
Watch out for mobile safety
cameras and other plod.

2 At Hatfield Heath turn right on @
the B183 towards Takeley. Go
through Hatfield Broad Oak - watch
the humpback - and on to Takeley.
3 InTakeley turn right at the
crossroads and onto the A120
towards Colchester.

4 Turn left off A120 towards Great
Dunmow and pick up the B1057 to
Finchingfield - a very pretty village.
5 Go through the twisties at
Duck End and pick up the B1053
(known as Twenty Bends Road)
towards Braintree.

6 Resist the urge to stop at
McDonalds or Hein Gericke in
Braintree! Unless you ugently need
dead cow of any kind!

7 Jump on the A131 and head
straight towards Halstead.

8 InHalstead turn right and pick up
the A1124 toward Colchester - there
are some fantastic left-handers.

9 Pick up the B1022 towards
Tiptree. Why not stop for a cuppa
and some jam scones at the
famous Tiptree Inn? Yum.

10 Carry straight on to Maldon then
head off on the A414 back to
Chelmsford and keep them peeled
for Graham'’s red Blade!
