Directions

1 Set off from Kent Motorcycles
on the A2 in Barham, after
checking out the latest offerings
from Honda.

2 Double back on yourself and
follow the A2 up to Canterbury. It’s
not exciting but it helps get your
tyres nice and warm for the more
lively roads ahead.

3 Pick up the A28 at Canterbury
and head towards Ashford. The
road opens up nicely once you hit
the unrestricted bit.

4 Make sure you take the right fork
onto the A252 (it's easy to to miss it)
and carry on straight over the
crossroads, heading for Charing.

5 Turn left into Charing, then
right near the traffic lights and
onto Pluckley road.

6 Eventually this road joins the

A274.Turn left here and follow the
road into and out of Biddenden.
Follow the A274/A262 until you
reach the A28.

7 Atthe A28 turn right towards
Tenterden. Go through the high
street then turn left at the lights

and onto the B2082.

8 The B2028 joins the A268
towards Rye. At Rye turn left just
before the railway bridge onto the
Miltary Road.

9 Turn right onto the B2080

to Breznett (the Happy Eater
roundabout). Then take the
A2070 to Ashford, followed by
aright onto the B2067.

10 Jump on the A20, then pick up
the A256 towards Deal/Sandwich.
11 Pick the A2 up again and
hammer home to Kent
Motorcycles and H’s Café for
some well-earned bacon butties
and char. Two sugars, please!
