Directions
1  Leave the Marina village and 
get the ferry over Windermere. 
Take the B5285 into Hawkshead.
2  Enter Hawkshead and turn left 
after the village, then take a right 
and follow the sign to Tarn Hows.
3  Rejoin the B5285 to Coniston, 
through the village, left at the 
petrol station and head to the 
lake shore.
4  Rejoin the B5285 then turn 
left onto the A593 toward Torver 
and Broughton-in-Furness.
5  At Broughton join the A595 
and, shortly after, turn right up 
an unclassifi ed road to Sella 
Brow and over Birker Fell 
(through Ulpha and Seathwaite). 
At a T-junction turn left to climb 
the Hardknott Pass.
6  Continue down through Eskdale 
to Stanton Bridge and Gosforth. 
Turn left, rejoin the A595 and follow 
the coast road for about 15 miles.
7  Cross the River Duddon at 
Broughton and carry on up the 
hill on the A595 to Greenodd.
8  Turn left onto the A590 and 
follow the road for two miles before 
making a right turn onto the B5278 
signposted Holker.
9  Head past the stately home 
and head for Grange-over-Sands 
on the B5277, then 5278.
10 Turn left opposite the fi re station 
and take the fi rst left for the Manor.
